Wayne Thomas and Vir-

ginia Collier of  George Mason University, found:  

What is the difference between  
Bilingual Education &                             

Dual Language?  
 

ß Dual Language employs two languagesñEnglish 
and Spanish, during instruction. 

 

ß Dual Language is an additive language model 
which incorporates the English speaking stu-
dents with the Spanish speaking students, where-
as Bilingual Education subtracts native language 
replacing it with English. 

 

ß Both groups of students work towards the com-
mon goal of becoming bilingual and bi-literate in 
a shared learning environment. 

 

 
 

What is a Two -Way  
Immersion Dual Language        

Program ? 
It is a educational model that integrates na-
tive English speakers and (in FISD) native 
Spanish speakers as they learn together for 
the entire school day.   FISD believes by plac-
ing importance on both languages, we are 
preparing our students for the multicultural, 
multilingual global society in which we live. 

 
 

What are the goals ? 
The goals of two way immersion dual lan-
guage education at FISD are: 
¶ To promote high academic achievement 

for all students 
¶ To develop first and second language 

skills 
¶ To promote cross-cultural understanding 

for all students 
¶ To learn math and science concepts in    

the native language leading to better   
understanding  

When will Two -Way Immersion Dual 

Language programs will be             

implemented at  Floresville North   

Elementary School?   

Students living outside the enrollment boundaries ARE eligible 

to enroll at North Campus to participate in the program.                   

Beginning  2014/2015 school year: 

Pre-Kindergartenñ  90% Spanish  10% English 

Kindergartenñ  90% Spanish  10% English 

1st Gradeñ   80% Spanish  20% English 

Beginning 2015/16: 

2nd Gradeñ   70% Spanish  30% English 

Beginning 2016/17: 

3rd Gradeñ   60% Spanish  40% English 

Beginning 2017/18: 

4th Gradeñ   50% Spanish  50% English 

Beginning 2018/19:
